RECITALS

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows:


1. Scope of Services
The Service Provider agrees to provide food service and catering as described below:

2. Responsibilities of the Service Provider

- Maintain proper licenses, permits, and insurance required to perform the services.
- Ensure all personnel involved are trained and adhere to hygiene and safety standards.

3. Responsibilities of the Client
The Client shall:

7. Term and Termination
- This Agreement shall commence upon signing and remain in effect until the completion of services and payment obligations.
- Either party may terminate this Agreement for cause upon written notice if the other party breaches any material term and fails to cure within ______ days.

8. Confidentiality
- Both parties agree to keep confidential any proprietary or sensitive information obtained during the term of this Agreement.
- This obligation shall survive termination of the Agreement.

9. Compliance with Laws
- Both parties agree to comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances relevant to the performance of this Agreement.

10. Force Majeure
- Neither party shall be liable for failure or delay in performance due to causes beyond their reasonable control, including but not limited to acts of God, war, government actions, labor disputes, or natural disasters.
- The affected party shall promptly notify the other and make reasonable efforts to resume performance.

11. Dispute Resolution
- In the event of any dispute arising under this Agreement, the parties agree to attempt to resolve the dispute through good faith negotiation.
- If unresolved, the parties agree to submit to mediation before pursuing arbitration or litigation.
- This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of __________________, without regard to conflicts of law principles.
